Speaking of essential cogs, the cast numbered over 30 per-
sons, not including all the additional hands assisting with 
lighting, sound, stage 
management, photogra-
phy, media, makeup, cos-
tuming, set and props 
production.  

While I would love to 
take the credit for over-
seeing such a large crew 
and producing a suc-
cessful show, the truth 
is, the success lies in the 
hands of everyone in-
volved, and that their 
success was made possi-
ble through the endless 
blessings of God.
