President Dan Cheung’s Spring 2022 Message to HKAC / Sam Yuk Alumni & Friends

D uring this long-lasting COVID-19
pandemic, our students have learned to
study differently. Rather than getting up early
each morning to catch a bus, MTR, or mini
bus to reach school on time, they can now get
up five minutes before classes start. Instead of
choosing what to wear to go to school, they
uniformly wear comfortable pyjamas while
attending classes. They conveniently eat
breakfast or lunch while listening to teachers’
lectures. At the end of a day after many
classes, they don’t need to take mini-buses,
MTR, or buses to go home; they simply wave
goodbye to the teachers and classmates and
close the screens of their laptops or cell
phones. They can even catch a little nap in
their own bed between classes. Those are
some of the benefits students find from taking
classes online.

However, in spite of the benefits of online
learning can offer, it also comes with a few
challenges. Online learning can create a sense
of isolation. Some students possess the ability
to work independently; others find comfort in
their community on campus with easy access
to teachers and enjoy studying together with
their fellow classmates. Online learning
requires self-discipline, a quality that some
students may not have enough of to engage
fully in the online lectures. For most,
face-to-face classes tend to give a greater
sense of accountability.

Additionally, online classes are prone to
technical issues such as fluctuating Internet
connection, low Wi-Fi connection speed, the
number of active users, and the age of the
computers or cell phones. Sometimes we
don’t even know for sure if the connection
problem is the teacher’s or the student’s issue.
Online learning also creates more screen time
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for both teachers and students—something
that health experts warn us to avoid.

While taking online classes, many times we
need to tell others, “You’re muted.” Many
embarrassing moments result because we
forget to close or turn off the camera.
Sometimes the whole class can hear the
conversation when parents decide to speak to
the students while the microphone is not
muted. Worse yet, students may decide to use
the restroom while the microphone is still on.

On the teaching side, online education means
more work for the teachers since they must
make more stimulating PowerPoint slides to
draw students’ attention. They also must
prepare lectures with online activities to help
students maintain connection. Additionally,
teachers need to create online quizzes and
examinations to test students properly while
preventing them from cheating, and taking
attendance has always been a challenge for
online classes.

On behalf of the college, I salute the efforts of
our teachers as well as our students during this
online learning/teaching era. I know it has
been challenging and exhausting. I sincerely
hope someday you can share with your
children or grandchildren that you have
conquered more than two years of online
learning due to this COVID-19 pandemic and
come out with A’s and B’s. They really have
no right to complain about their learning
conditions.

P rofessor Alice Loke, Director and
Professor, HKAC Department of Nursing
was invited as a panel discussant in the
Plenary Session on ‘ Family Restoration - The
Key to Breaking the Intergenerational Cycle
of Teen Pregnancy’ on February, 25, 2022 at
the Mother’s Choice Conference on
“Changing LifeStories Conference: Breaking
the Vicious Intergenerational Cycle of Teen
Pregnancy” (February 23-25, 2022).

The invitation was in recognition of her
research work focusing on the health risk
behaviours of adolescents, and on family
relationship and support. In her sharing, she
emphasized that from the nursing perspective,
there are three aspects of care that should be
emphasized.

First, as pregnant teens and their babies are at
higher risk of health problems, helping young
teens to obtain early and regular prenatal care
is a critically important intervention and
support.

Second, as pregnant teens are more likely
to engage in health risk behaviours such as
smoking and drinking, they should be
encouraged to adopt healthy lifestyle and
to avoid these health risk behaviours.

Third, health professionals are to foster
confiding or support with the teens® parent
whenever reasonable /possible, or with an
entrusted female adult, as these support is
a protective factor of mental health and
parenting.

“With all these happenings, please
imagine or dream about the baby
and your future ‘including your
fears’, and how you may
overcome these obstacles with the
support from people surrounding
you - professionals, or someone
your trust.”

“All these people can help you to
improve/enhance your health, your
relationships with others or with
your family.”

uring the early part of the Spring 2022 academic semester, three Dept. of Psychology, senior year students saw the need to build online

community to HKAC students scattered around Hong Kong and overseas during the fifth local wave of the SARS-CoV-2 (Covid-19)
pandemic. According to Calebe De Almeida Carlos, Zuriel Ilagan, and Hiu Sin (Althea) Man, their objective in creating a Zoom Study Room
online was to support “all the students sitting alone at home and connect them together...and improve their state”.

The Spring 2022 Zoom Study Group welcomed all HKAC students from all academic departments no matter where they were based. Some students
were based on campus, while others were at least temporarily based elsewhere, such as India and in mainland China. Any HKAC student studying
anywhere by himself or herself could log on to the virtual room, during set weekly times on Mondays, Tuesdays, and Thursdays, from 2:30 pm
(14:30 pm) to 4:30 pm (16:30 pm).

In addition to the studying with your classmates online, their plan was to have a chat room to chat with friends, enjoy some relaxation exercises as
study breaks, and have additional breakout rooms for tutorial sessions. Specific tutors were designated for a few courses and students were emailed
about them with defails.

After the annual student talent show on February 23, 2022, Calebe and Zuriel infroduced the idea of the virtual studying project and presented the
Zoom meeting information, so that students would know how to easily log on. They indicated that sign-up sheets for the planned tutorial sessions
would be distributed to the college student population.

Because of the enforced social distancing measures and isolation to which students were subjected as the Spring 2022 semester rolled out, this Zoom
Study Room was a wonderful idea that could not onty build online community but also help improve the mental health and wellbeing of the
students. Kudos to senior year Dept. of Psychology Students Calebe, Zuriel, and Althea for a fantastic, volunteer, academic project to help all
HKAC students across college years, time, and distance! You will be remembered fondly as student leaders on the HKAC campus! We wish you
well as you graduate and move into the next chapter of your lives!

Spencer hopes that this research will
be able to help patients with rare diseases. The paper
abstract is as follows: “The cost of treatment for rare
diseases is notoriously high imposing threats Page 12 extended to other categories of expensive drugs and vaccines.”

orphan drugs are not designed to reduce drug prices and could be
hampered by adverse selection. We propose an alternative insurance
mechanism, Massive Group Insurance (MGT), which aims at
reducing the prices of orphan drugs through offering separate
Intellectual Property Right (IPR) Fees to the drug company from an
MGI Agency, which will collect insurance premiums from each
country on each orphan drug that the country wants all its citizens to
enjoy access to. The premiums will be calculated so as to ensure that
the drug company will collect a profit no smaller than what it enjoys
under the tfraditional model. Blockchain technology is used to
facilitate authentication and effective IPR payments and ensure data
security and low administrative cost.

1. How did you get the opportunity to live
in Hong Kong and be part of the Clear
Water Bay campus back in 2014?
